Entries should not display the names of commercial products, companies, or organizations.
Poster size must be between 8.5" x 11" and 22" x 28".
The contest theme must be on the poster and spelled correctly.
Entries should not be matted, mounted, laminated, or framed.
Each county will have a 1%, 2" and 3™ place winner. The 1% place winner will go on to
compete and the statewide level. There will be three Statewide winners who will receive a
tree planting at the school with:

2nd 10 trees

31 5 trees
